Start tension after first overlap.

One Hand Possible with practice, Two hands probable to begin!
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RECOMMENDED
At Speed or At Height

STRETCH TENSION

1, Travel forward, parallel to side of pallet,
steer outward past each corner of pallet with
wrap brake engaged under control handle.
Change direction once film is stretched

to desired tension. Touch goods with wrap

then release roll brake. (n
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
